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Cub Reporter News from Goshen Indiana (HR Chapter 419 - Maintenance

Navistar sent a crew from Oregon to address concerns of HR owners attending this 
session.  Interesting observations ... you may be seeing more Holiday Rambler in their 
information to us, now pushing the www.holidayrambler.com website.  Look at new 
units, Holiday Rambler is prevalent.  Mmmmm ... did they hear us that we own Holiday 
Ramblers and not Monaco products.  Beginning to feel like they are listening. 
 
Yes, they were truly grilled at a question and answer session.  Yes, they realize they are 
slow to bring on new dealers.  Yes, they are moving more cautiously than the previous 
owners with new models or expanding model offerings.  Seems to make good business 
sense.  Time will tell.  Customer Service was represented.  Newer models are easier to 
support, but they work with those of us with older models as well.  They want our 
business.
 
Must say, Holiday Rambler owners seem quite loyal and proud of the past quality of 
their units, but were disappointed with the management or loss of warranties as to the 
outcome of the purchase of Monaco by Navistar.  That has left a bad taste for many 
newer owners in the cost of repair which, for many, is outside any warranty or with no 
extended warranty.  As the dealers come on board, it appears Monaco is adding those 
who can support good maintenance and repair work on their units.  Announced the last 
night, Alliance RV in Wildwood, Florida has joined as a Holiday Rambler dealer as well 
as a repair facility.  We met the owner, Brett Howard, earlier in the week.  The future 
awaits us.
 
Learned much this week.  Although this maintenance session was geared to the diesel 
pusher motorhome, one can see more applications here that would be beneficial to all 
RVers at other rallies.  Perhaps those offerings were there, but didn't realize offerings 
such as Basic Electricity (I and II) for RVs.  Yes, a vendor gave the session although he 
wasn't touting his product but educating us in an informative and, yes, understandable 
way providing those of us who were not schooled in basic electricity how it works in the 
RV environment .... 
 
A specific for me ... wet wood is a conductor of electricity.  Where am I going with this?  
Under our jacks, many of us place wood to get them stable and off the ground.  What 
happens when it rains?  Wood gets wet.  A suggestion:  on top of the wood place a 
plastic cutting board (cheap and easy) or other non-conductive material between the 
wood and metal jack ... no electrical conduction.  Mmmmm. 
 
Those of you who venture to many rallies may have crossed paths with Dale Lee 
Sumner, Mobile RV Medic, Inc.  If interested in his book entitled "Basic RV Electricity 
and Protection ... A Primer", it's available on Amazon.com for $5.50 or wait until you see 
him at a rally and get it for $5.00.
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Having trouble with the rubber on your slides turning in when you pull your slide out and 
you have to use your awning pull to turn them in place to keep the seal ... another 
member told us that sometimes our manufacturer didn't place rough strips along the 
rubber molding thus the turn in.  He suggested purchasing a roll of rough black (step) 
stripping. Place it 1/4 to 1/2 inches out from the rubber strips but along the strip length.  
When the slides go in, it will pull the strips correctly and as the slides go out, the strips 
will prevent the turn in.  See new Holiday Rambler models in the display areas and you 
will see what we mean.
 
Having trouble with silicone sealant bonding to prevent leakage.  A member suggested 
using 3-M 5200 sealant during a roundtable session.  Check for application as to your 
unit.
 
Water systems:  When connecting to city water,  use hydrogen peroxide to spray on the 
connectors at end of hose and at water source.  You may also use hydrogen peroxide in 
your hose feeding your line to disinfect your system.  Add 1/3 bottle to your water line 
before hooking up water.  Fill 1/3 water then flush.  Recommended getting the small 
bottle of hydrogen peroxide with spray adapter top located by the hydrogen peroxide 
display at your local Wally World as well as any regular size bottle for disinfecting.  This 
is used in place of bleach.  Investigate yourself.
 
For those of you who enjoy sewing, ask Mary Ann Mordecai to show you her Snap 
Happier Tote she made while here.  She also told folks about the raffle of items at the 
Missouri Rally in Branson and that it wasn't too late to register.  What a great 
ambassador!
 
Safety was a major thrust of this session, especially tire safety, weight of your unit, age 
of your tires ... this applies to all of us.
 
Ask Ben how well his solar panels are working. 
 
OK, yes, we did take time to search the RV surplus stores, take side trips and did miss 
some sessions, like Writing My Life Story ... and that's ok too ... We're living it!

EDMONTON Ñ Edmonton police are looking for a woman they say steals wallets from 
mall employees then poses as a bank employee to scam them out of their PINs.

Three times between Feb. 12 and 25, a woman of the same description went to various 
stores in City Centre and Londonderry Mall about an hour before they closed and took 
wallets belonging to employees.
